Excel Exercise
Create an Excel grade book for each of the following scenarios (given below).  Specifics which should be included are:

a. Each scenario should be represented/recorded on a (labeled) different sheet/leaf).  
b. Each scenario should include a header row identifying/explaining the columns/variables.

c. Beyond the columns/variables for tests, homework, final exams, each scenario should include 
a. a column/variable computing the course point total for each student in the class
b. a column/variable computing the course average for each student in the class and 
c. a column/variable giving a letter grade for each student in the class.  
d. Each scenario should include 5 or more “students”.  
e. Each scenario should include summary rows giving the means and standard deviations for each numeric column/variable. 
Submit the grade book electronically (via e-mail).
Scenarios

1.  Our class with its grading scheme.
2. A course with 3 tests (worth 20% each), homework (worth 15%), and a final (worth 25%).

3. A class where the midterm and homework count equally, but the final counts twice as much as the midterm.

4. A course with 10 homework assignments, the lowest of which is dropped.  The resulting homework grade counts 30% of the final average, the midterm counts 20%, and the final accounts for the rest.
5. Same as the previous, except the lowest 2 homework assignments are dropped.

6. A class where the final counts for half the grade if it helps, but only 1/3 if it hurts.  The rest of the grade is determined by the 3 exams, weighted evenly.
