a) A school with windows
b) A picket fence

c) A crescent moon and stars

d) At least one tree

e) All items painted an appropriate color

2. Include other creative touches (see rubric for grading) such as playground equipment, landscaping, animation, etc (if you use animation, be sure to mention in your email that I should run it to see the effects).
3. Your program must be modular, well-written and follow good programming practices as discussed in class. For example, be sure that each procedure is written to take into account where the turtle is located and which direction it is facing.
4. Email me one copy of the program and the resulting picture from the entire group.  Be sure to tell me how credit is to be divided among the group and list all the members of the group who participated.

· A 2 to 3 page essay detailing your philosophy of teaching with technology.  Email me your Word file; it may be sent separately from the Logo project.  Discuss the following:
1. How do you feel about using technology in teaching?  How do you ensure that the technology has a positive impact on student learning instead of being a flashy distraction?
2. Which technologies would you like to use?  For which courses? To teach which concepts? Why?
3. Which technologies would you never want to use?  Why?
